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DIEBACK QUARANTINE AREAS
Dieback is a plant disease caused by the soil
borne fungus Phytophtora, which is spread
mainly on wheels and underbodies of vehicles.
It kills plants by rotting their roots and preventing
water uptake giving the appearance of dying
of drought. The disease attacks at least 900
plant species - jarrah, banksia and blackboy
being the most obvious - and others including
much of the coastal heath. Diebach Quarantine
Areas are known to be mostly free of dieback.
You can reduce the spread of the disease by
keeping to well formed, well drained roads and
obeying the ‘Road Closed’ signs.

 Future Drinking Water Catchments
Recreation activities are managed carefully in future drinking water catchments to leave
the options open for using them as drinking water sources. Check in the local area for
recreation activities that are allowed.

Recreation opportunities at Harvey Dam include fishing, canoeing and snare-only marroning
(see the recreation and facilities guide for details).

 Reservoir Protection Zone (RPZ)
Entry to RPZs is usually not allowed as the risk of bacteria and other microbes or chemicals
entering the water is too high to allow people to enter.

The proposed Mundaring Weir RPZ is an exception as there are already some existing
walk tracks including the Bibbulmun Track and Golden Pipeline Heritage Trail.  Similarly,
the Munda Biddi and Carinyah bike trails are within the Canning River RPZ. The use of
these walk tracks and cycle trails is allowed but please follow the guidance signs and stay
on the path.

You will see the RPZ clearly signposted, for example:

Due to the importance of the RPZ there are penalties for people who ignore the restrictions.
Fines up to $200 apply to people caught carrying out unauthorised activities within the
RPZ.

Picnic areas, toilets and other facilities may be provided below the dam walls of our drinking
water reservoirs. These facilities are located downstream from the reservoir, outside the
catchments.
